Amity Reading Clubs aims to provide for adults with special learning difficulties, the best literacy tuition enabling them to take charge of their own lives.
 The Amity Approach

A

mity Reading Clubs provide literacy tuition to adults with special difficulties in literacy, utilising the unique approach pioneered by Gladys Zonena Glascoe in her work as Tutor in Charge of the Blackfriars Literacy Scheme from 1970 to 1974.

Writing and Reading

If you think about it, originally writing must have come first, or there would have been nothing to read.  But we also say Writing and Reading because Writing is so important.  Not only does the activity of writing reinforce the learning process, it also adds necessary variety and stimulation to the teaching session

A typical Club (not a class) operates on a weekday evening in a local community building.  One-to-one tuition is undertaken by Volunteers in the Club setting under the tuition of an experienced Tutor.

Particular importance is given to the social support provided for Students.  This comes initially through the relationship with their Volunteer tutor, but also from the Supervising Tutor, the wider Club network as a whole, and from the resources of Amity central office.

No charge is made for tuition and our operation is able to continue its work through the generous help of our Volunteers together with supportive community and statutory agencies.

Amity does not aspire to provide literacy tuition to all that need it, nor indeed is this possible.  Our approach is however unique and as such is particularly valuable for Students with special learning difficulties.  Thus, one of the most important aspects of our work is to demonstrate a working model of our approach which is capable of replication by others.

Formed in 1974, Amity Reading Clubs became a Registered Charity No 276011 in 1978.
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Biographical Information

Gladys Zonena Glascoe
A

n Honours Graduate in English of University College London, Gladys Zonena Glascoe founded Amity Reading Clubs in 1974, and is its Chair.  Her vast teaching experience embraces the complete range from Nursery to Honours Degree level and includes extensive experience in remedial teaching.  She is one of the most experienced professionals in adult literacy today.  Gladys pioneered the unique approach to adult literacy provided by Amity, and validates the educational integrity of our work.

The Management Committee
The Committee meets each quarter, at a Club venue.  Rotating the venue gives the opportunity for Club members to meet each other during the year, enabling both sharing and the expanding of horizons.
Philip Glascoe
A Chartered Surveyor, Philip Glascoe is Co-Founder of Amity Reading Clubs and its Treasurer.  He has wide experience of the Charity and Voluntary Sector, and after eight years as Chief Executive of Thamesmead Town, a major property company, he is now a Consultant.

Betty Cooper
Betty Cooper is Amity’s longest serving Volunteer.  Using experience and skills gained from her work as a Senior Local Authority Committee Clerk, Betty has been Amity’s Honorary Secretary since 1978, and a Supervising Tutor in many different Clubs, including her present venue at Streatham Pool where she holds the post jointly with Rose Wale.

Fiona Bulmer
Fiona joined Amity in 1994 as a Volunteer at our Streatham Club and became its Deputy Supervising Tutor in September 1995, succeeding Gillian Tornelli.  Fiona Bulmer is a Parliamentary Researcher.  In November 1996 Fiona left us to campaign for the General Election in which she was standing as a candidate.

Deborah Crockett
Deborah Crockett has been Deputy Supervising Tutor at our Thamesmead Club for four years and a Volunteer for a further two years.  She is presently studying at Greenwich University as a mature Student, and has a daughter.  In February 1997 Deborah moved to Dartford and regretably had to leave us.

Carol Griffin
Carol Griffin became the Supervising Tutor at our Carnegie Club three years ago.  The mother of three children, Carol Griffin is Personnel Officer to the charity, Save The Children’s Fund.

Hugh Morrow

Father of two, and a Volunteer at the Thamesmead Club for over three years; Hugh Morrow succeeded Deborah Crockett as Deputy Supervising Tutor in February 1997.  Hugh is a Property Services Officer for the London Borough of Greenwich.

Rose Wale
Rose Wale became an Amity Volunteer sixteen years ago, and has been a Supervising Tutor for much of that time.  She brings great energy to her work, not least in her fund-raising initiatives for the Clubs.  This year Rose resumed her Supervising Tutor responsibilities for our Streatham Pool Club, a post she holds jointly with Betty Cooper, notwithstanding her heavy work commitments for London Electricity.

Stephen White
A Volunteer for three years at the Carnegie Club, Stephen White succeeded Carol Griffin as Deputy Supervising Tutor three years ago.  Stephen works for Price Waterhouse.

Francoise Drysdale
A Student with Amity for four years at our Streatham Club, Francoise Drysdale is studying Bakery and Patisserie.  Francoise baked and iced the cake used at our Twentieth Anniversary birthday party in November 1994.  It was in the shape of a book and featured the Literacy logo.

Robertina Henlon
Robertina Henlon is a Student at our Carnegie Library Club and has attended for four years.  She is a Home Help for the London Borough of Lambeth.

Richard Walker
Richard Walker joined our Thamesmead Club as a Student in 1989 and has attended ever since.  He has developed a passion for writing short stories.  Amity is proud to have published “The Worlds of Richard Walker” a collection of fourteen of his stories.

Julie Probert

Julie joined Amity at the beginning of 1996 as a Volunteer at our Streatham Pool Club and became a Co-opted Member of the Management Committee in six months later.  Julie works for a publisher and is responsible for its European portfolio.

Andrew Carpenter
Our Auditor since 1986, Andrew Carpenter is a Chartered Accountant with Coopers and Lybrand.  He has provided us with valuable advice and support over the last ten years.

Adrian Walker-Smith
Adrian Walker-Smith joined Amity in 1974 as a Volunteer, but left us in 1978 to take a post-graduate degree in business management and finance at Tehran University.  When he returned to the UK in 1982, he became Amity’s Financial Advisor, a post he holds to this day.  Adrian Walker-Smith is a Civil Servant.

D

uring 1996/97 Amity has continued to work effectively with its Students and Volunteers, against the backdrop of continuing concern about falling standards in basic skills.  Indeed, an OECD report published in January 1997 concluded that over half the adults in the UK had functional literacy problems.  This conclusion is reinforced by the results of government reports in both 1995 and 1996 showing that the literacy standards of school leavers continues to fall, a disturbing state of affairs as we near the end of the millennium.  

It is not surprising therefore to find that two of the London Boroughs in which we work, Lambeth and Greenwich rank eighth and fourteenth respectively (out of three hundred and sixty six) in the Department of Environment’s Index of Local Conditions (Deprivation).  Furthermore, areas of deprivation have demonstrably higher levels of functional literacy.

Scale of Operation

Our three Clubs have continued their work throughout the year, providing at total of some 130 sessions to some 25 to 30 Students at any one time, with the assistance of a similar number of Volunteers.

More detailed information is given in the individual Club reports, but it is clear that that our policy of Social Support continues to add value to our literacy work.  We were particularly pleased with the success of two Students at our Streatham Pool Club in their Bakery and Cake Decoration examinations, with the assistance of Betty Cooper in reading the questions.  We share in their joy, and their aspirations to move on to a more advanced course.

We would also like to take this opportunity to express our thanks to the Leisure Services Department of the London Borough of Lambeth for their generous provision of accommodation for our Carnegie Library Club  and Streatham Pool Club, free of charge, and also to Trust Thamesmead for making available the accommodation for our Thamesmead Club, also free of charge.

Training
Equal Opportunities Policy
Amity is committed to equality of access to and provision of its educational and support services, regardless of sex, race, religion, sexual orientation, age or disability.

Amity encourages an awareness of Equal Opportunities issues amongst its members.
This is an extract from the Club’s Equal Opportunities Policy, a full copy of which is available on request.  It was revised and approved by the Management Committee in February 1995.

Founding Organiser Gladys Glascoe led a series of training courses through the year.  This year, all the training sessions were held at Streatham Pool, as it was the only suitable venue available to us on a night when individual Clubs were not meeting.

The sessions had two objectives, to enhance and develop new skills in Volunteers, and to permit question and answer sessions designed to tackle specific problems faced by individual Volunteers.  This latter approach has the double advantage of providing immediate advice to the individual Volunteer, but in a way that all can learn and benefit.

These sessions were complimented by one led by Founding Organiser Philip Glascoe in which Volunteers were introduced to new books, work and training materials funded by the Laura Ashley Foundation, which was coupled with training on the Clubs’ Equal Opportunities Policy.

Fundraising
We are particularly grateful to the Laura Ashley Foundation for their generous donation of £500 towards the purchase of new literacy reading training materials books and videos.  This grant has enabled us to update our materials, taking advantage of much that has been published over the past three years.  The new materials also complement the provision of computer equipment, adding to the self esteem of our Students in their work.

We also wish to record our appreciation of a donation from the  Hi-Lo Trust which enabled our Thamesmead Club to purchase its own colour inkjet printer.

Other matters relating to fund-raising during the year are to be found in the Finance Report.

Conferences
We were most grateful to be nominated by The Trust for London to attend the CAF/VIR International Conference in May 1996.  The conference took place over two days and featured a range of speakers from both sides of the Atlantic.  Topics covered ranged from the setting of goals to fund raising; the organisation and recruitment of Management Committee members to strategic planning.  Philip Glascoe and Betty Cooper attended on behalf of Amity and found the sessions universally excellent.  We have already incorporated some of what we have learnt into our approach, more will follow.



Conclusions
Amity has maintained its commitment to adult literacy over the past twelve months and continued to operate its three Clubs in its unique style of operation.  In addition, we have increased the resources available to our Clubs and our Students

Here, we wish to pay homage to the dedication of all our Students over the years, to their commitment and motivation.  In addition we also wish to thank all our Volunteers, both old and new for their loyalty and hard work.  Without their help Amity would not be able to provide a service, we are grateful to them all.

Finally, we started this report by commenting on the falling standards in adult literacy in this country.  This is of even greater concern when one remembers that as the millennium closes, employers will be looking for higher skills levels as the  basic requirement for entry to employment.

Clearly, the education service in this country has been under siege for the last eighteen years and there is much for the new government to do to redress the problems.  Amity is ready to play its part.

Computer Literacy Project
Computer Literacy Project
Following our successful launch of the project last year we were very pleased to have our own experience endorsed by the Lord Henley, Minister of State for Education and Employment.

Speaking at the NCET conference on “IT, Disability and Lifelong Learning” in February 1996, the Minister praised the use of new technology, particularly

computers and allied equipment, for educational purposes, and specifically the benefits for those with special learning difficulties.

Intoduction

This year has seen the first full year of work of our Computer Literacy Project.  We are delighted to report that its success has justified our intital faith in the concept, which has added another powerful facet to our unique approach to adult literacy tuition.

Students certainly gain both in terms of the use of the machines, and equally in terms of their self esteem when using modern IT equipment which would not be out of place in an office.

Feedback From the Activity

We now have one laptop PC in each Club, but only one Club had its own printer.  In addition to the requirement to make up this shortfall, we have learnt the following:-

· We need at least one more laptop PC in each Club.

· The existing laptop machines need to have their own CD-Rom drives to take advantage of the profusion of literacy software now available in this medium.

· Students would benefit from the use of the Internet, and in particular the opportunity to write to fellow Students in other Clubs using e-mail.  E-mail is informal, fast and cheap, and offers immediate benefits in terms of funtional literacy.

· There is a need to undertake more computer skills training for Supervising Tutors, their Deputies and Volunteers.

BETT’97 Exhibition

This year’s BETT’97 Exhibition was attended by Founding Organiser, Philip Glascoe who used the event as an opportunity to review the very latest in both hardware and software available for our literacy work.

Lottery Application
Following the research undertaken by Betty Cooper the Clubs have submitted an application to the National Lottery Board.  The application is designed to meet the needs set out above.  A decision on our application is due in August 1997.

Secretary’s Report

Committee Services

I

 have provided full clerkship services to the three Management Committee meetings during the year and to the Annual General Meeting held in July at the Royal Overseas League.  In addition to preparing the agendas and my own reports, I minuted all the meetings and prepared these in consultation with the Founding Organisers.

The Lambeth Volunteers Development Agency 

The inaugural meeting of the Lambeth Volunteers Development Agency was attended by Betty Cooper in March 1997; it was set up to assist in the training and recruitment of Volunteers for charities and voluntary organisations.  By the end of the meeting, Betty had been recruited to the Management Committee to represent Amity.

Attendance at Seminars on behalf of Amity

In May 1996, I attended a two day seminar with Philip Glascoe, held by VIR International in conjunction with the Charities Aid Foundation.  The seminar had excellent speakers covered areas ranging from objectives and business planning to committee membership and fund-raising strategy.  It was very worthwhile and we learnt a great deal.

I attended two meetings held by the Lambeth Voluntary Action Council (LVAC) on effective preparation of a National Lottery bid and a further session on the same topic convened by the NCLB.  As a result I was able to advise Philip Glascoe in detail on the bid submitted by the Clubs in March 1997.


Other Duties

Last year I reported on my work in supporting a Student who had been sentenced to a full hospital order, after a long drawn out court procedure extending over several months.  This year I have continued to maintain contact, visiting him in hospital in Hertfordshire twice.  I have high hopes that soon he will be back in the community and able to continue his literacy work in the Club.

Other contacts have ranged across several departments of the London Borough of Lambeth, including the libraries service and Hall Bookings.  I would like to record my special thanks to David Strong for his continuing generous help, which included assistance in sourcing a new cupboard for our Carnegie Club.  I have also been active in the recruitment and induction of Volunteers for our organisation.

Lastly, in August I swapped my long suffering Amstrad PCW for a Toshiba Laptop, monitor and printer.  This newer equipment had improved quality and productivity; if our Lottery application is successful, I hope to break into the world of “Windows”.

Carnegie Library Club  

T

he first Andrew Carnegie Library to be built in England is the  Monday evening venue of our Carnegie Library Club.

Special Literacy Collection
For many years Lambeth have held one of the finest literacy collections in London as well as an extensive range of training materials for Volunteers.

Twelve months ago this collection was transferred to the Carnegie Library, and is now available to Club Members to browse and borrow.  The Collection is an enormous asset to our Club and we are most grateful to Lambeth for their support in ensuring it is accessible for our use.
It has been a busy year, we have had a recruitment drive which has brought us new Volunteers, which has enabled us to meet the needs of some new Students, all of whom have settled down well.

We now have a total of twenty six club members, and a high level of attendance each week.  We have had some turnover of Volunteers for personal reasons; we wish them all well, but they are certainly missed.

In the autumn our Club session was moved from Wednesday to Monday, with the session timing moved to the earlier slot of  7.00 p.m. to 9.00 p.m.  The change was prompted by the London Borough of Lambeth’s need reduce their porterage costs.  As the Borough have provided the accommodation to us free of charge for many years (generous support for which we are most grateful) we were happy to accommodate their request.

Fortunately, the change had far less impact than we feared and the Club continues to flourish

The Club has seen a number of happy events during the year, one Volunteer has celebrated his Golden Wedding Anniversary; another has become engaged soon after becoming twenty one and yet another is pregnant with the baby expected in August.  Congratulations to them all.

On a less happy note, Steve White, the Club’s Deputy Supervising Tutor has recently announced that  growing work commitments mean that he will have to resign his post in July 1997.  Next year’s report will advise the work of Carol Griffin, our Supervising Tutor in finding his replacement.  It will be a hard act to follow.

Amongst his other duties this year Steve organised a summer club outing to Streatham Bowl, an evening enjoyed by all which attracted members from all three clubs, and on a grander scale all together, the catering for the Amity Christmas Party at St Leonard’s Church Hall in Streatham.  This was a great event, enjoyed by all and we are most grateful for his splendid work.

Streatham Pool Club

S

Local Fund Raising
In October the Club hosted a “Melting Pot” candle display and generated sales from which Amity received more than £20.00 in commission.  

Rose Wale subsequently held a party at her home which yielded another £30.00 for the organisation
treatham Pool Club first opened in November 1974 and is easily the longest running Club in our organisation.  The supervision of the Club has been shared by Rose Wale and Betty Cooper on alternate weeks; the arrangement has worked well, with regular communication ensuring full exchange of information concerning Students, Volunteers and all factors affecting the Club.

There have been fluctuations in numbers during the year, with current Volunteers numbering some ten.  Several long serving Volunteers have had to leave to follow new career options or due to other commitments.  Fortunately, we have been able to recruit replacements who have benefited from training sessions held during the year.  One Volunteer who moved house to Herne Hill now attends our sister Carnegie Club.

We wish to record our special thanks to two Volunteers, Fiona Bulmer, our Deputy Supervising Tutor for much of the year, who left to pursue her political career, and Gillian Tornelli, a former Deputy Supervising Tutor, whose work commitments precluded her continuing attendance.

We currently have ten Students on our register; here too numbers have fluctuated for a variety of reasons, ranging from accommodation to work commitments.  We were proud that two Students were successful in passing their final examinations in Bakery and Cake decorations, Betty Cooper accompanying them to read the test questions.  Both Students have now started more advanced courses, and have recruited another friend as a Student.

Relations with the staff at Streatham Pool continue to be excellent, we are most grateful both to them and the Borough’s Leisure Services department for making our accommodation available to us. 

Changes in Lambeth Libraries Outreach Service mean that we no longer receive a regular delivery of new materials and we have returned much of what we had on loan.  Times are hard for libraries and we now have an arrangement by which we request special items if Students require something.  We were delighted to receive a wide range of materials from the Laura Ashley Foundation grant.  We were also grateful to Steve White for copying the copyright free materials on spelling, numbers, money etc. which have proved most useful.

Thamesmead Club Report

T

he Thamesmead Club venue is 21 Tavy Bridge, a maisonette above the local shopping centre.  The building is managed by Trust Thamesmead, a local umbrella charity, who dedicate its use to a variety of local voluntary groups.  We are most grateful to the Trust for making these premises available to us free of charge, for our regular Monday evening sessions. We particularly record our thanks to Mary Chambers for all her help and assistance.

The Club’s New Printer
The Club has been using a Laptop Computer for its tuition work for nearly two years now but has been handicapped by the absence of a printer.  If we needed to print Student’s work, or letters we have had wait until the following week printing the material elsewhere.

However, the Hi-Lo Trust, a local organisation, heard about our problem and in March made a grant enabling us to purchase a colour inkjet printer.  This splendid donation will enable our Students not only to print their work in full colour, a splendid stimulus, it will also do it silently, so it won’t disrupt the work of others.
Thamesmead is the smallest Amity Club, but during the year it met for some forty sessions with interruptions only for Bank Holidays and the traditional annual holiday breaks.  Numbers have fallen during the year, on average we have two regular couples at the Club venue, with another couple keeping in regular contact, but no longer meeting at the Club itself.

Gladys Zonena Glascoe is the Club’s Supervising Tutor, continuing the role she has held since 1987, when the Club opened.  Her health during this period has however been fragile, and we record our thanks to her Deputy Supervising Tutors, Deborah Crockett and Hugh Morrow.

Sadly, Deborah had to leave us in February 1997 as she was unable to attend regularly following a move to Dartford.  Deborah made a major contribution to the operation of the Thamesmead Club over her six years as tutor and Deputy Supervising Tutor; she will be sorely missed, and all at the Club wish her well for the future.

Concern about the reduction of Student numbers during the year has led to a campaign of recruitment.  Advertisements have been placed in all three local free-papers; letters have been sent to local Doctors, Churches, Community Centres, Libraries and other groups; we have also joined the local Greenwich Volunteer Bureau.  Early reactions to this publicity has been favourable .

This year there was no Town Show and thus we were unable to take advantage of this event to publicise the Club and raise money for our work.  However we were invited to contribute to two major studies being undertaken to investigate community needs in Thamesmead, one commissioned by Thamesmead Town and undertaken by the Dome Consultancy; the other funded by a National Lottery Grant and commissioned through the Family Services Unit.  We await the outcome of this research.

The Students

O

ur Students are referred to us by a wide variety of agencies, or less frequently come to us through self referral.

Typically our Students will have some life experience which has inculcated the desire to learn. In practice they range in years from school leavers to pensioners.  The ethnic mix of the individual  Clubs reflects the communities in which we work.

Student Autonomy

Our Students have autonomy in their literacy goals.  We believe that this approach, enshrined in our Constitution, stimulates their motivation and commitment to learn.

Many of our Students have special learning problems which exacerbate their difficulties in learning to write and read.  These handicaps can take many forms, both physical and mental.  However, the common thread for most is that conventional class based tuition is unsuited to their needs or abilities.

Amity’s approach of one-to-one tuition is ideal, it gives the Student a concentration of tuition on exactly their area of interest and motivation of the moment, it can be adjusted to their specific learning needs and level of skills development and can readily adapt to the dynamic of the tuition session.

In addition, the context of one-to-one tuition in a Club setting is a highly supportive environment for a Student.  It takes away the sense of isolation that illiteracy can bring and the sense that their inability to read is obvious to all.  The community of the Clubs allows an opportunity to test and expand opinions and awareness, which in turn provides a healthy environment for the development of maturity and life skills.

Association with our Volunteers is also a valuable feature, for these are often individuals our Students would not normally meet, except in positions of authority.  In the Clubs the Students meet them on a level footing, have their opinions respected and thus develop a wider perspective of society.

Our policy of Social Support (see page 20) is focused to respond to the needs of individual Students as they arise.  It is an integral part of our approach and compliments the other aspects of our work to develop the maturity and social skills of Students to match their growing Literacy skills.

For most of our Students the decision to seek help with their literacy problems is a long term commitment for a period of several years.  The Clubs’ approach to tuition is designed to foster that commitment avoid discouragement and ensure the Student is able to follow through and attain their goals.

The Volunteers

O

ur Volunteers are the very life’s blood of the organisation, without their dedication and support we would be unable to fulfil our aims and objectives.

Commitment
Our Students have special educational problems, which require a long term commitment on their part.  The style and format of the Clubs is designed to foster this commitment.  It is for this reason that we ask Volunteers for an initial commitment of twelve months, after their probationary period
We recruit Volunteers by a variety of means; they come from all walks of life and their backgrounds reflect the multi-cultural society in which we work.  The common thread they share is their delight in the pleasures brought by writing and reading and there wish to impart these skills to those who have not had the good fortune to acquire them.

Our focus on the one-to-one approach means that the training of Volunteers can concentrate on imparting the teaching skills necessary for their specific student and their needs at that time.  This task is accomplished on a week to week basis by means of ongoing tutorial training under our Supervising Tutors.

The ongoing training is supplemented by more formal Training seminars held regularly,  outside the Club’s evening sessions and typically led by Gladys Zonena Glascoe, our Founding Organiser.

For many Volunteers, what starts out as a commitment to teach, turns into the joy of imparting knowledge to a Student who soon becomes a friend.  The dedication of the Student reflects in the Volunteer’s own commitment, bringing with it a genuine sense of imparting skills of value and worth.

In addition, Volunteers gain valuable skills, both in terms of teaching and social awareness; in short through their involvement a Volunteer develops a greater awareness of today’s society and is better equipped to face its challenges.

A significant number of our Volunteers stay with the Clubs for several years; we greatly appreciate their value and commitment.

Social Support Policy

T

he Club’s policy of Social Support is a vital part of our approach to Literacy Tuition.  Its origins begin in the one-to-one relationship between Student and Volunteer.  An evening session normally starts with an exchange of news, which would often be expanded upon during the mid-evening coffee break.

The Club Environment 

The Clubs meet in “neutral premises” such as Libraries or Community Buildings, rather than Schools, which for many of our Students have been the scene of failure in the past

Meeting as a Group, but in the context of one-to-one tuition, provides the opportunity for social inter-action and development.  We find this has a maturing effect on our Students and is equally valuable for our Volunteers.
It is here that the concerns, problems or pressures on the Student can be aired.  Sometimes the right response is counselling and advice from the Volunteer.  In other cases, the Club’s Supervising Tutor is involved.  If appropriate, the matter is referred to the Founding Organisers who can invoke and bring to bear a wide range of contacts and skills.

The problems can be wide ranging and both great and small.  They can be personal, work related, to do with accommodation, or be connected with the family.  For us, the criterion for action is that the problem or issue is regarded as important by the Students themselves.

Club resources are slender, and in tackling a Student’s problems our financial capacity for direct action is strictly limited. However, through our network of contacts, we are able to provide advice and counselling, invoke outside help, write letters and references, assist in the filling out of forms, act as representatives, attend case conferences and much more.

Of course some problems are intractable, but even when solutions cannot be found, the Student gains from the psychological benefit and self respect of having others showing active interest and sympathy for their needs.  Consequently, whatever form our actions take under our Social Support Policy, their direct impact on the Student is to assist them in their personal development and the personal maturing process which ensues.

Apart from the tangible benefits referred to above, the approach naturally enhances the Student’s commitment to the Club, which often impacts favourably on the learning process.

Amity Reading Clubs - A Short History

T

he origins of our approach go back to 1970 when Gladys Zonena Glascoe (then Gladys Zonena) was Tutor in Charge of the Blackfriars Literacy Scheme.  Over her four years tenure she experimented with and pioneered the unique approach to Literacy Tuition now enshrined in Amity.

On-to-One Tuition
Amity believes that one-to-one tuition in a Club setting under the direction of a skilled and experienced Supervising Tutor is the most effective teaching environment for our Students.
In 1974 Gladys moved from Blackfriars and established Rathbone Reading Clubs together with Philip Glascoe.  By now, the technique was firmly in place and the organisation affiliated to the Lambeth Committee of the National Elfrida Rathbone Society.  Over the next six years, as new Clubs were opened, a series of new initiatives were piloted.  One of the most important was the pioneering of Literacy Tuition to the residents of Day Centres for the Mentally Ill.  This tangible recognition that the mentally ill could have problems over and above their illness was a significant advance.  We are pleased to record that our initiative generated a change in attitude to such work by the Statutory Agencies.

In 1978 we applied for and received Charitable Status.  By the early 1980's, following a greater concentration of focus on the “esn child” by the National Elfrida Rathbone Society, we reinforced our commitment to “adult literacy” through the adoption of our current name, Amity Reading Clubs.

The 1980's saw a refining of objectives coupled with the need to adjust to increasing competition for the restricted financial resources available for voluntary work in the Capital.  As a result, by the end of the decade we had rationalised the scale of our operations, concentrating more on improving the quality of support to individual Clubs and their Students.

In 1990 Amity affiliated to Trust Thamesmead, an Umbrella Charity which supports voluntary and community work in Thamesmead, and has derived great benefit from this association.

Latterly in the 1990's we have introduced the Computer Literacy Project.  In addition, we continue to regard the promotion of the benefits of our unique approach to Literacy Tuition to both agencies and individuals, as an important part of our work.

The recession of the 1990's has impacted both on Amity and our work, as it has done on society as a whole.  Nevertheless, our approach is durable and cost effective and we continue to flourish.  We enter our twenty third year of work with both optimism and encouragement arising from the  continuing success of our Computer Literacy Project

Introduction
Overall the Clubs generated a deficit during the year of £1,429.61, of which some £1200.00 is attributable to depreciation.

Income

Capital fund-raising amounted to some £750, which is less than last year.  This facilitated the purchase of £500 worth of new literacy materials through a grant from the Laura Ashley Foundation and a grant from the Hi-Lo Foundation which will fund the purchase of an inkjet printer for our Thamesmead Club.

Revenue income amounted to some  £1,039.62, of which some £407.50 was generated through raffles.

In addition, equipment of a value of £70.46 was donated to the organisation.

Financial Policies
We continue our policy of depreciating our computer equipment and photocopier at 20% of purchase price per annum

Conclusions

It is clear that revenue fund raising needs to be increased during the coming financial year to ensure we are in a position both to cover our operating costs fully and finance the depreciation on our IT equipment, to ensure we can replace it in due course.

Capital expenditure will always be geared to available capital fund-raising, and here, our future plans include the Lottery application referred to in the earlier Computer Literacy Project report.
